STUDY (2016): Driving under influence of illicit drugs in Slovenia

* As many as 8% of the respondents have been already behind the wheel under the influence of
drugs. Every third one does it regularly!

* Most common drugs among Slovenian drivers are: marijuana, cocain and amphetamines.
 Drugs are completely unacceptable in traffic, as they have a strong impact on driving

skills. Like alcohol, drugs also affect perception, anticipation, judgment, and deciding and finally
implementing appropriate behavior.

« Conseguences on Slovenian roads due to drug-related driving in 2017:

5 fatalities, 23 severely injured, 50 slightly injured
