• Find solutions that can be standard in most cars to support the 

driver. 

• Rehabilitation program SMADIT (Collaboration against alcohol and

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Permanent program för DUI-offenders

• Open for all DUI – offenders (of alcohol)

• Differentiated conditional time

- Two years

- BAC ≥ 0,1%

- Repeted DUI during a five year period

- DUI in combination with a diagnosed addiction of abuse of alcohol

- Otherwise one year BAC 0,02 - 0,09 %) but prolonged to two years

in case of diagnosis

• Cost 1 year: 2 150 - 2 700 EUR

2  years: 2 850 - 4 150 EURO
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Obligations during – and after the progam

• During the program

Data transmission

Breath test at start and during driving

Doctors certificate of drugs and alcohol use

Conditional license is invalid after the detemined conditional time

• Regular license after conditional time

Application procedure

Two year participants needs to verify sobriety

• Follow up

Two year paricipants are followed after a regular licence is granted

Medical certficate of drug and alcohol use after 6 month and after

an additonal 12 months (18 in total)
